                                                 Guidelines for Volunteering

           1.  Registration with Community Service Representative is required for all students.  You only have to register once during your years at RHS; the parent coordinator(s) will keep track of your hours. The period is May 1 through April 30 (e.g. May 1, 2013 through April 30, 2014).

2.  Volunteer hours must be done WITHOUT monetary gain or academic grade/credit.  Only volunteer hours done for a non-profit organization or event will be accepted. Volunteer hours with a business do not count unless it’s for charitable purposes; hospitals count. 

3.  Students, who volunteer 60 hours or more between May 1 and April 30, may receive a letter “R” (Resources, Records, Recognition) for community service, and a pin.  Students with less than 60 hours will receive a certificate.  A Triple A scholarship is available for seniors. Volunteers must have at least one form turned in by April 2 to be considered; final deadline for recording all hours is April 30.  A luncheon is provided by invitation only.

4.  A community service parent coordinator may be available Friday during lunch in the library or see staff in the College and Career Center (CCC).  If you need to contact a parent coordinator, a message may be left with the CCC.  Please see Infinite Campus and RHS website for more information.

5.  Blank forms and a Volunteer Agency Binder are available in the CCC.  Students can find organizations needing volunteers by reviewing the binder (being updated throughout year).
