If more than 10 patent claims, we will charge you an additional fee of DKK 300 for each patent claim in excess of 10. Fees shall be paid when ﬁling the application. Refund of fees is not possible.This also applies if you withdraw the application or, for other reasons, the application is not granted. You can ask for a supplementary novelty search of your Danish application, i.e. an ITS (International Search Type). The search is conducted by a PCT authority of your choice. When ﬁling a Danish application, you can choose among three PCT authorities: Nordic Patent Institute (NPI), the Swedish Patent and Registration Ofﬁce (PRV) or the European Patent Ofﬁce (EPO).

2. This box is for your own purpose.

3. You must ﬁll in this box if the application is a PCT application entering into the national phase in Denmark.

4. Individuals as well as companies may be stated as applicants. Several applicants may apply jointly.

For practical reasons the DKPTO will forward all correspon- dence to the applicant whose name appears ﬁrst on the appli- cation form.
