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Article 4

Landscape Architect Compensation

4.1 Compensation for the Landscape Architectural Services performed under this Agreement shall be as indicated in the Preliminary Provisions plus Reimbursable Expenses as defined below. Supplemental Services, when requested in writing by the Client, shall require additional compensation to be determined on an hourly basis or on the basis of a negotiated fee.

Standard Short Form Contract
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4.2 Reimbursable Expenses are expenditures made by the Landscape Architect, its employees, and consultants in the interest of the Project plus an administrative fee of 10 %.
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Reimbursable Expenses include but are not limited to travel expenses, costs of reproduction of documents, postage, services of professional consultants which cannot be quantified at the time of contracting, and other, similar, direct Project-related expenditures.

4.3 Monthly payments to the Landscape Architect shall be based on (1) the percentage of the Scope of Services completed, and shall include payments for (2) Supplemental Services performed, and (3) Reimbursable Expenses incurred.
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4.5 If through no fault of the Landscape Architect, the Scope of Services to be provided under this Agreement has not been completed within 18 mo. (indicate calendar days or months) of the initial notice to proceed, the compensation for services rendered after that time period shall be equitably adjusted.
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Article 5

Indemnification

Client and Landscape Architect each agree to indemnify and hold harmless the other, and their respective officers, employees and representatives, from and against liability for losses, damages and expenses, including reasonable attorneys' fees, to the extent such losses, damages, or expenses are solely caused by indemnifying party’s negligent acts, errors, or omissions. The landscape architect shall neither have control over or charge of, nor be responsible for the construction means, methods, techniques, sequences or procedures, or for safety precautions and programs in connection with the Services.

Article 6

Dispute Resolution

6.1 If a dispute arises out of or relates to this Agreement, the parties shall endeavor to resolve their differences first through direct discussions. If the dispute has not been settled

within 14 days of the initial discussions, the parties shall submit the dispute to mediation, the cost of which shall be shared equally by the parties. The potential damages or costs assigned to the Landscape Architect shall not exceed the total compensation paid to the Landscape Architect.

6.2 Nothing in these provisions shall limit rights or remedies not expressly waived under applicable lien laws.
