“Richard Cory” Eulogy
Directions:  Write a eulogy for Richard Cory, the character of the poem.  YOU will pretend to be one of the “We people on the pavement” (line 2).  A eulogy is a speech that is meant to be read at the funeral.   It pays tribute to the deceased.  Using information that you have gathered from understanding the poem, write a detailed eulogy for Richard Cory.  At times, you will need to make up or create a setting or situation for Richard Cory’s life.  For example, you could make up Richard Cory’s profession and relationship (if any) to the speaker of the eulogy.

Because the eulogy is a speech, the organization and format will be a little different from our class essays.  Supporting Evidence and Commentary in the Body will not look the same as in our essays.  The form of the speech, however, will definitely have an Introduction, Body, and Conclusion.  The thesis statement helps to give your speech a focus, just was it does in an essay.

For advanced writers, you may want to consider using some rhetorical strategies to give your speech a sophisticated and deliberate syntax.
Outline:

Introduction:

1.  Start with an appropriate introduction to this speech. (e.g.  There is not one person in this town who didn’t know who Richard Cory was and what he did for this town.  We are all saddened by the suddenness of his death.)

2.  Thesis Statement:  In a sentence, tell how Richard Cory will be remembered.  (e.g. Richard Cory will remain in our hearts and minds a symbol of...) 
Body: (You will need to figure out how many paragraphs are needed by the way you organize your writing.)
1.  Give details about his life.  You will pull out details from the poem and also make up or create details that are consistent with the portrayal of Richard Cory in the poem.

Conclusion:

1.  Restate the main things about Richard Cory’s life that you want people to remember him by.

2.  End the eulogy with a philosophical discussion on how Richard Cory’s life and death affects your views on happiness.

Requirements:

1.   Your eulogy should be one page, typed, and double-spaced.

3.  You will need ONE revised and edited rough draft.

4.  Your final draft must be typed and double-spaced.
