The complete way of life of a society, including language, music, skills, beliefs, values, morals and customs, which are passed down from one generation to the next

Subgroups of people within a society who share a common purpose

A group involved in frequent interaction, which has commitment and emotional ties, e.g. family and close friends

A large group of people with common aims but few emotional ties, e.g. school community and work colleagues

A group of people with a shared culture who live in a defined territory, feel unity and see themselves as distinct

The process of preparing people to become members of a social group by helping them to learn accepted attitudes, social skills and behaviours

Shared rules about what is acceptable or unacceptable behaviour; they are the unwritten rules of a society that people are expected to follow

Strongly held norms with a moral value attached. Identified by society as important, e.g. honesty, loyalty or fidelity. If they are broken it leads to great emotional upset

Family relationships based on blood relations, including parentage, marriage and adoption

The beliefs and attitudes held by a society in relation to what is right and wrong. These are reinforced by the laws of the country

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Tips for using posters

Posters are used ...

~~To aid kinaesthetic learning, e.g. the process of drawing the poster and using colour to differentiate different sections.

~~As a form of competition within the class to encourage individuality and creativity.

~~As homework for students, e.g. to create a collage of protein.

~~To form the health and safety policy within the class.

~~To act as a stimulus at the beginning of a class.

~~To act as a summary of a section.

~~To teach certain concepts, e.g. classification of different types of foods, profile of a food, etc.

~~To act as a teaching tool, e.g. to get the students to come up and label parts of a poster.

~~To act as a prompt tool, e.g. terms to be used to evaluate the sensory aspects of a dish.

~~To act as an interest tool for the week.

~~For discovery learning, where students find out information for projects, etc.

~~To act as a visual teaching aid for students with special needs or for students where English is not their first language.

~~To improve literacy within the subject.

If posters are placed outside the Home Economics classroom on a noticeboard, it can promote the subject and create an awareness of a topic, e.g. healthy eating.
