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Item Updates

Dead End Signs

Pasco County had been advised of seven locations where “Dead End” or “No Outlet” signs are no longer valid due to the new roadway connections to the Bexley development to the west. These signs appear to have been removed.

Mentmore Boulevard Sidewalk Extension

Research was undertaken to obtain information on the construction of the
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sidewalk/path extensions on Mentmore Boulevard west of Ongar Court as requested by the District. At this time, the 8-foot wide concrete path has been extended from the west limit of Suncoast CDD to Bexley

Village Drive in Bexley. The sidewalk on the south side of the road is proposed to be constructed as part of the Mentmore Boulevard widening (to 4 lanes) which is not scheduled to be done until sometime after 2040 (exact year not currently planned by County).

It is unlikely that Pasco County would construct the 5-foot sidewalk on the south side of Mentmore Boulevard in advance of the roadway widening given that the 8-foot path has been constructed (on the north side) and since it is currently not a planned improvement within their Transportation Capital Improvements Project list. A request could be made to the County to construct the sidewalk but is unlikely to occur without support from a majority of County Commissioners. The developer has indicated that it is not obligated to construct the 5-foot sidewalk and, therefore, does not plan to do so.

The waterways observed during today's on site inspection of the Suncoast CDD community are looking great. Beneficial vegetation throughout the community was observed to be thriving and in excellent health. A routine maintenance visit was preformed on 10/24/17 targeting various nuisance grasses, submersed vegetation, and filamentous algae.

Nuisance grasses such as Torpedograss, Primrose Willow, Pennywort, Alligatorweed, Johnson grass, and Cuban Bulrush were present within sites #1, #2, #3, #7, #8, #9, #12, #13, #16, and #18. Sties #3 and #9 were targeted during the 10/24/17 maintenance visit, the other sites will be targeted during upcoming routine maintenance visits. Results may be seen within 7-10 days after initial treatment application. Minor filamentous algae was observed within sites #2, #9, and #11. Treatments were applied to sites #9 and #11 on 10/24/17, site #2 will be targeted during future scheduled maintenance visits. Results may be expected within 10-14 days following treatment application.

Sites #3 and #11 were targeted for Hydrilla growth during the 10/24/17 maintenance visit. Typically, results may be expected within two to three weeks of initial treatment application.

· Continue to promote beneficial vegetation throughout the community.

· Treat and maintain nuisance grasses within all sites.

· Treat and maintain filamentous algae within sites #2, #9, #11.

· Monitor and maintain Hydrilla growth within sites #3 and #11.
