BIOGRAPHY OF COMMANDER THOMAS EARL DUNLOP, U.S. NAVY

   A native Floridian, Thomas Earl Dunlop was born in Jacksonville and attended local school, graduating in 1948. He attended the University of Florida until 1952 when he entered the Naval Flight Training Program at Naval Air Station Pensacola. 

   CDR Dunlop’s first assignment as a Naval Aviator was in Attack Squadron 105, flying the A1 “Skyraider”.  In 1957, CDR Dunlop reported for duty with Advanced Training Unit 105 in Memphis, TN. After completing his tour as an instrument flight instructor in 1960, CDR Dunlop served as Aide and Flag Lieutenant to COMCARDIV FOURTEEN.  From 1961 to 1963, he attended the U.S. Naval Science School at Monterey, CA, where he received a Bachelor of Science Degree in Engineering.

   In 1963, CDR Dunlop returned to operational flying in the A-4 “Skyhawk” as a member of Attack Squadron 94 at NAS Lemoore, CA. From August 1964 to July 1967, he deployed on three Western Pacific cruises, with Attack Squadron 94 in USS RANGER, on the staff of Carrier Air Wing NINE in USS ENTERPRISE, and as Ship’s Strike Operations Officer in USS ENTERPRISE.  In 1967, he was “spot promoted” to the rank of Commander. 

   In February 1968, CDR Dunlop reported as the first Commanding Officer of Attack Squadron 87, flying the A-7B “Corsair II”.  Assigned to Carrier Air Wing SIXTEEN, he deployed in USS TICONDEROGA in February 1969. He then served on the staff of Commander Naval Air Forces, Pacific. On June 2, 1971 CDR Dunlop took command of Attack Carrier Air Wing FIFTEEN and deployed in November, 1971 in USS CORAL SEA. 

   CDR Dunlop’s personal decorations include the Distinguished Flying Cross, gold star in lieu of 3rd award, Bronze Star Medal, Purple Heart, Air Medal with Bronze Star and Numeral 18, Navy Commendation Medal, gold star in lieu of second award and bronze V, Combat Action Ribbon, Republic of Vietnam Meritorious Unit Citation (Gallantry Cross Medal Color with Palm), Navy Unit Commendation, China Service Medal, Vietnam Service Medal with one Silver Star four Bronze Stars, Vietnam Campaign Medal and the National Defense Service Medal.
