BUS BEHAVIOR COOL TOOL

UNIVERSAL EXPECTATION:  Be safe, respectful, responsible, and productive when boarding and riding the bus.

NAME OF SKILL/SETTING:  Demonstrate knowledge of appropriate bus behaviors by completing a plus/delta chart.

	PURPOSE OF THE LESSON/WHY IT IS IMPORTANT

1.  Students will demonstrate understanding of why they need to follow procedures on the bus and list those procedures on a T-chart.


	TEACHING EXAMPLES

1.  Students (and teacher) will create a plus/delta chart (T-chart) listing the appropriate and inappropriate bus behaviors.  This could be done in pairs, teams, whole class or as an individual assignment.

2.  Give students approx. 5-10 minutes to brainstorm and complete the chart.

3.  When students are completed with the chart have a short discussion and share with them the bus procedures that Fritsche will use.  Students should be able to see many connections with what they wrote on their chart, thus reinforcing the importance of the procedures as they came up with many of the same ones that the staff came up with. 


	STUDENT ACTIVITIES/ROLE PLAYS

1.  Students will fill in the T-chart.  On one side they will list appropriate bus behaviors and on the other side they will list inappropriate bus procedures.  


	FOLLOW UP/REINFORCEMENT ACTIVITIES

1.  Show the students the ‘official’ Fritsche bus procedure chart.  Compare their chart with the official chart.  How many similarities are there?  Hopefully they will come up with many of the same proper procedures.  Remind students that all bus drivers will be given these procedures and all students are expected to follow them.
